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PLEASE NOTE: 
 

Westminster Place at Stewartstown is funded by state and federal programs that 
required that we verify your household income to prove that you qualified as a  
resident.  The programs also require that we re-verify your income and assets be-
fore your lease renewal date.  This is called a “Recertification”.  Although we are 
required to report the information, please be assured that if your were income-
qualified when you moved in, changes to your income afterward will NOT affect 
your eligibility to live here. 
 
Approximately 90 days before the effective date, we will contact you to arrange a 
recertification interview.  You will be asked to bring current documentation  
regarding your income and assets.  Therefore throughout the year, please be sure 
to keep all financial records (such as social security and pension letters, pay stubs, 
bank or investment account statements, interest or dividend notices, etc.) in a  
secure place that will be easy for you to find when the time comes. 
 
We appreciate your cooperation in this process and promise to do  
everything in our power to make it easy for you! 

Elevator Assistance 
 

If you are inside the elevator and the doors will 
not open or the elevator will not move:  
 
Press the grey button with  the word, “HELP” on it  
located on the panel to the right of the elevator doors. 
This button connects you to a service representative 
from ThyssenKrupp Elevator.  ThyssenKrupp will  
immediately dispatch emergency services to safely  
get you out of the elevator.  Non-emergency problems 
with the elevator should be reported to the  
Community Management Office promptly.

Fire Safety 

 
Each apartment is equipped with a Stove Top Fire Stop that is attached  
magnetically under the vent hood of your stove. Please do not remove this. It 
has been installed for your safety.   

It is a small (12 oz.), automatic fire extinguisher canister that sounds an 
alarm and releases a fire-suppressing powder onto the flame in the event of a 
stove fire.  The powder, bicarbonate of soda, is harmless but very effective in 
putting out fires.  

It is not meant to extinguish deep fat fires. 
 

It requires no maintenance and cleans up with a vacuum and wet towels.   
 

Please notify the Community Management Office immediately if your Stove Top Fire Stop is  
activated, so a new one can be installed promptly. 

Thank you for helping to keep Westminster Place at 
Stewartstown clean and neat.  Our residents and guests 
appreciate the efforts we make to keep our buildings 
clean.  Please keep in mind that all personal property 
needs to be kept in your apartment.  Trash 
should be placed in a bag and tied before 
putting it in the trash chute.

Tips for Effective Use of Your Air Conditioners 
 

• Set your thermostat to a comfortable setting.  Please do not  
continually move the thermostat to different settings as the  

      outside temperature changes.  Turning your thermostat down  
      several degrees at a time to try to cool the apartment faster may          
      result in the unit freezing up and/or requiring service.  Lower  
      your thermostat 1 to 2 degrees at a time and allow it to cycle to  
      the chosen setting until you reach your desired temperature. 
 

• Remember, on hot sunny days close your curtains or blinds on 
the windows where the sun shines in to avoid having your 
apartment being overheated by the sun!   

• Don’t forget to check your vents to ensure 
they are in the open position. 

 

• Reduce the cooling load by using cost-
effective   conservation measures. When pos-
sible, delay heat-generating activities, such as 
cooking and dishwashing, until the evening.
